Austin Firms Combine Water Savings, 
Exceed 800,000 Gallon Per Day Reduction!

1.   Deep Eddy Carpet Cleaning captures 
      rainwater for use in the rug cleaning business 
      since the “soft” rainwater is so much better for 
      the carpet fibers, not to mention the reduction in 
      water bills.

2.   Lowe’s Brodie store has nearly 85,000 gallons of 
      rainwater storage capacity. The water is used for 
      landscape irrigation and for their nursery area.

3.   GTI Coatings installed state-of-the-art ultra high 
      purity water systems to recover their wastewater 
      from a plating process. They 
      save over 1,000 gallons of 
      water a day.

4.   Borden Milk Products LP has 
      installed an innovative project 
      to filter and reuse water for 
      the clean in place system in 
      the receiving and processing 
      area. The system reduces 
      water use by 7,000 gallons a 
      day.

5.   Freescale – Ed Bluestein has 
      made many innovative 
      process improvements saving 
      220,000 gallons a day. This 
      includes water recycling and 
      water recovery for their chip 
      manufacturing process, a 
      first of its kind.

6.   Sematech International – Advanced  
      Technology Development Center (ATDC) has 
      installed a recycle system for its process 
      vacuum operations that saves up to 15,000 
      gallons a day.

7.   Spansion (Formerly AMD) has implemented 
      huge, innovative, “cutting edge” savings that 
      will reduce overall water use by 600,000 
      gallons a day at full potential by recycling of 
      selected wastewater streams back into the 
      ultra-pure water system.

Why Are Water Savings Important? For you, the customer, it saves money on your 
bottom-line. For us, the Water Utility, we are able to postpone the date when additional water 
and waste water treatment capacity needs to be made available. That extra capacity is VERY 
expensive for us, and for you the customer. Overall, as the population of Central Texas grows, 
our water resources remain limited and finite. Each of us will need to do our part to assure 
adequate supplies in the years ahead.
