
Storm Drain Marking Safety 
 

Safety Tips  
·  At all times, someone should be watching for oncoming traffic 
·  Do not mark any inlet that appears to be on private property (such as at a mall, church, etc.) 

Wear: 
-  provided safety equipment 
- old, comfortable clothes and shoes 
- personal safety gear like sun protection, insect repellant, etc. 
 
Avoid:  
-installing markers on heavily trafficked streets 
-heat stress by drinking plenty of liquids 
-smoking during marker installation    For EMERGENCIES, call 911 
-any situation where you feel unsafe    then notify the City of Austin at 974-2550 
-contact with glue

Storm Drain Marking Instructions 
1. Clean Surface 
Make sure application surface is flat, dry and free of any loose debris.   

  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

  Use the wire brush to scratch surface      Sweep away dust with brush 
 
2.  Apply Adhesive 
For circle adhesive, peel each side and press 
onto marker or ground. 
For tube of adhesive, start within 1/8" from 
the outside edge of the marker, apply a bead 
of adhesive and then work in to the center.
               Circle adhesive   Tube adhesive 
3. Stick It!  
Apply the marker to the application surface pushing (or stepping) down 
HARD forcing adhesive out around the entire edge. It is important 
that the entire edge of the marker is sealed to the application surface. 
4.    Circle all stormdrains marked on map and record number marked. 
5. Distribute door hangers to surrounding residents.
